What Investment Services and Advice Can You Provide Me?
We offer investment advisory services to institutional clients such as pension and defined contribution plans (profit-sharing, 403(b),  401k,  etc.)   One of the services we offer is called MyPlan Portfolios. This is a service for plan participants where we create groups of investments (called portfolios) in your plan. You will receive a personalized investment portfolio that reflects your retirement timeframe, life stages and overall financial picture, based on information provided or available to your plan, which may be taken into consideration when determining the allocation of assets in your account. We will monitor, rebalance and reallocate the portfolios in your account to respond to market performance and to ensure optimal account performance over time.

We also offer Online Advice for plan participants. Online Advice is geared toward those who wish to manage their own retirement plans while taking advantage of online guidance and investment advice. You are provided online guidance and investment advice for a personalized recommended investment portfolio. The recommended investment portfolio is based on information drawn from your account profile and from the investment options available to you. You may then implement the recommended investment portfolio and manage your retirement account online. Our recommended portfolio is point in time advice given at the time you utilize the Online Advice. Your investment portfolio will not be monitored by us. You may cancel your participation in Online Advice at any time.

ITEM 3          Fees, Costs, Conflicts, and Standard of Conduct

What Fees Will I Pay?
The is no fee for using the Online Advice service. For MyPlan Portfolios, you will pay a quarterly fee equal to .10% of the the total market value of the assets in your plan account as reported by the plan custodian(s) The market value of your plan account is determined either on the last day of the quarter or an average daily value basis, as agreed to by your employer. The fee is payable in arrears by the plan custodian who will charge the fee to your account Because our fee is based on the value of assets in your account that the more assets there are in the your account(s), the more you will pay in fees.

You may pay additional fees including custodian fees, fees related to mutual funds, and other transactional fees.

You many cancel your participation in MyPlan Portfolios at any time. In that event, our fee will be pro-rated to the date of cancellation.
